SGT. HANEY: … This is quite a serious offence (we're talking about).

TM:Why me?

SGT. HANEY:  (LONG PAUSE) To traffic marijuana, that was originally why we're here. But now that things have taken quite a change…

TM:Yeah but … why are you asking me this? I never killed no one … I don't know who did. It's none of my business.

(Break)

SGT. HANEY: And we've come up with a few little things which ah … I feel are um … important in this case and that um … ah … they also um … point to … towards you as possibly being the person who committed that crime that night that we were discussing.

(Break)

SGT. HANEY: (LONG PAUSE) Why … can you not explain, or can you give us an explanation as to why your fingerprint would be found inside the house?

TM:(LONG PAUSE) I can't give you an explanation.

SGT. HANEY: No?

TM:Although, all's I can say is I wasn't inside that house. (LONG PAUSE) You said tell the truth right? I'm tellin' the truth.

CST. KAKE: You confessed?
